The Landships of Lincoln (2nd edition) 

By Richard Pullen 

Publisher: Tuccan Books

These books by the same author are excellent little 
primers on WW 1 British tanks.  Both books are small 
(about A5 in size) and are soft covered. 

 

The former is a somewhat personal history of the 
development of the tank in Britain, and its use in the 
Great War.  The author, an archeologist by profession, 

has had several relatives involved and employees by 
the tank industry, and related industries, from before 
that war and since. 

At 189 pages it is divided into eight chapters, two 
appendixes and a bibliography.   The chapters cover 
William Triton, Walter Wilson and the first 
experiments and concepts of British armoured 
vehicles, clearing up the issue of the US Holt tractor 
design in the process. The second deals with early 
British tank production, the third on the medium tank 
designs.  The fourth chapter looks at heavy tank 
design, the fifth at actions and meritorious behaviour 
on the filed, the sixth looks at war bonds and 
promotions associated with it by tanks, and the 
seventh looks at tanks that were allocated for display 
after the war.  Finally the eighth chapter deals with 
preserved WW1 British tanks today. 

The first appendix deals with a recorded interviews 
with employees of William Foster and co, while the 
second includes a series of nice one page line 
drawings (side views in the main) showing the obvious 
differences between different prototypes and 
production models of British designed and built 
armoured vehicles, plus a German A7, until just after 
WW 1.  This appendix also includes a comparison page 
where all are reproduced again to the saeme small 
scale for comparison. 

Although I have only skimmed through it, I like this 
book and found it very interesting - recommended.

A Photographic History of British tanks of the Great 
war 1914-18

This is another small, soft-back book, and again a very 
useful one in my humble opinion.  It is 126 pages long, 
and mainly consists of photos of WW1 British tanks 
and the people associated in some way with the 
design, testing, production and use of the vehicles.  
Most of the photos are of the vehicles in the 
battlefields, and most of the people are military 
personnel.  The book outlines several types of WW 1 
British tank, mainly illustrating their use in the field 
and to some extent before or after combat, during 
production or on parades and ceremonial duties.

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Not being someone overly familiar with WW 1 tanks, 
beyond a very shallow knowledge of the classic 
lozenge shaped and lighter Whippet designs, I found 
this book useful as a primer.  It performs well as an 
accompaniment to the previous book. 

I have not seen many books on WW1 tanks - most 
British books seem to include them as general 
histories of the tank since WW1, devoting only a small 
amount of space to actual WW 1 designs (and even 
then to mostly the more well known vehicles).  US 
books seem to ignore WW1 tanks, perhaps because of 
the limited nature of US involvement with armoured 
warfare in WW1, or maybe because of the usual US 
preoccupation with things American or German.  So I 
think it fills a gap most usefully. 

Again I can recommend this reasonably priced and 
small book, as a standalone or as a good

CARVINGS from the VELDT ς Part Two: 

 Review ά.[!/Y th²59wέ magazine; Summer, 2009 
(UK). By: Alan Overton. 

 

Members may recall that this book was previewed by 
me in these pages in the autumn; my own copy has 
now arrived and far exceeds the very high 
expectations that I had formed of it. 

What a book it is. An A4 size hardback with over three 
hundred pages absolutely packed with photographs ς 
mostly in colour - of carved Boer War rifles, carbines, 
pistols and artefacts providing an extraordinary 
personal link to those who fought in this bitter 
conflict. Much painstaking research has been 
conducted by Mr. George ς it has taken him nearly 
four years of solid work with contributions from all 

around the globe ς to record and document the rifles 
that, uniquely, frequently bear the name or initials of 
the Boers that carried them, and, so far as possible, to 
identify their owners and to briefly sketch their lives 
and their fates. Close liaison with the keepers of the 
archives of the nations involved has resulted in much 
detail being unearthed, including family origins, medal 
entitlements, Prisoner of War camp identified (if 
appropriate) and so on. 

Many of these rifles and carbines are quite 
spectacular in the quality of the carving and 
decoration; frequently they include State Coats of 
Arms, silhouettes of, for example, President Kruger, 
the actions in which their owners fought and the 
farms from which they hailed. But equally interesting 
are the single initials, sometimes within a heart or 
lozenge device, with which a Burgher personalised the 
rifle that he carried; he knew its handling 
characteristics and its zero, and he knew that his life 
might one day depend on it. 

There is a very interesting section on British and 
Colonial issue rifles that have been similarly carved, 
mainly to their Australian, New Zealand and 
Tasmanian owners, very few to British regular 
servicemen who were, of course, subject to military 
ƭŀǿ ŀƴŘ ŦƻǊ ǿƘƻƳ ŘŜŦŀŎƛƴƎ IŜǊ aŀƧŜǎǘȅΩǎ ǇǊƻǇŜǊǘȅ 
might well result in a charge of misuse and damage; 
and the remainder are to Volunteers, who frequently 
purchased their own rifles and equipment and who 
could, therefore, do with them whatever they wished 
- but probably not until hostilities had ceased. 

There is an excellent section on pistols; a number of 
C96 Mausers of course, but Colt and Webley are also 
well represented, the majority engraved or otherwise

Other sections deal with miscellaneous carvings and 
trench art ς particularly poignant is the work of Boer 
Prisoners of War who spent their time producing 
small, beautifully made articles such as pipes and 
trinket boxes. A fine selection of cap and unit badges 
and shoulder titles are featured, along with headdress 
and other equipment including swords, bayonets and 
bandoliers. Re-enactors from three continents have a 
section to themselves which documents their many 
activities and includes contact details for the various 
groups.

Tamiya 1/20 Ferrari 312T3 

 

A model of the Formula One car piloted by the late 
Gilles Villeneuve and Carlos Reutemann -the 312T3,

contender and was used in conjunction with Michelin 
tyres as opposed to its Goodyear shod predecessors. 

This kit comes with parts made mainly in red and grey, 
as well as chrome parts for the wheels, front and rear 
wings, and roll hoop assembly. A decal sheet including 
tobacco sponsorship logos is there as standard. The 
kit has a driver figure also. 

The engine goes together quite well and will be 
something to be proud of on completion for the 
modeller. The detail of the engine is very good and 
offers an insight into the design and technology of the 
period. A roll of black thin material is supplied for the 
replica cables of the ignition system. And the steering 
is represented with a steel wire, as opposed to a 
plastic part that I am more accustomed to for this 
component. 

 

The rear brakes are formed as separate pieces for the 
discs and calipers, a nice touch. While in contrast to 
more recent Tamiya models I have seen, the 
instructions for this kit are given in individual 
languages rather than a combined multilingual single 
instruction sheet. 

One of the included front rubber tyres from the kit 
was split. I am not exactly sure of the reason. Perhaps 
it was due to a one-off manufacturing issue or a sign 
of its vintage - over three decades since production. 
Trimming the sprue off each of the inlet trumpets, all 
12 of them, was slightly tricky due to their curved and 
rather delicate form. Patience is a virtue here. 

 

The chrome parts are definitely striking in 
appearance, adding much to the character of the 
model. As is the case with chrome plated parts they

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require some preparation prior to gluing to assure a 
strong bond, i.e. removal of the plating from the 
respective areas to be joined. 

Lastly, though probably I should have mentioned it 
earlier, the box art is quite pleasing to the eye. 

 All in all, building this model was an interesting 
project. And it was an enjoyable experience to get up 
close and personal with a famous racing machine of 
yesteryear. Being an older kit it can be purchased at a 
discounted price at some stores I believe, offering 
reasonably good bang for your buck.

This 
kit looks fantastic, even for a tank lover. 

 

 It comes on three grey and one clear sprues with just 
over 100 parts. Not being a very knowledgeable plane 
type, I would have to say everything looks in order 
from a ΨtargetΩ builders point of view. The kit is well 
detailed and there appears to be no blemishes or pin 
marks in any obvious places. 

The instructions are the usual well laid out Tamiya 
fare, with an additional large paint guide sheet along 
with a large decal sheet that provides options for four 
different finishes; Hungary 1944, Germany 1945, 
Northern Italy 1944 and a winter scheme in Hungary 
1945. All these finishes require a fine touch with an 
airbrush and will certainly raise the motivation bar for 
this mud encrusted tank builder. 

 

All round it looks like a great build and will hopefully 
be something worthy of review from fellow ACTSMS 
aircraft builders. Keep an eye out for the finished 
product.

Masterbox 1/35 Panzerkampfwagen 1 Ausf A ΨBredaΩ 

I got a little excited when I saw this at Crusader 
recently and when it was retailing fro less than $25 I 
knew I just had to have it (well add it to the stash at 
least). 

This is a lovely model of the PZ 1 Ausf A (yes the 
original) with the 20mm Breda mounted in the turret 
used specifically in the Spanish Civil War by republican 
forces in a feeble attempt to Ψup-gunΩ the little tank to 
try and match the Russian T-26. Only a couple of tanks 
(operated by the German Condor Legion) achieved 
this honour of mounting the Breda gun and it is great 
to have the opportunity to model this subject without 
spending a fortune on a resin kit. 

I have got a couple of Masterbox figure sets but had 
never viewed any of their armour models before, 
Never fear, the armour is in as fine a detail as their 
figures are well known for.  
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The kit comes with two grey sprues of the hull and 
turret in various parts along with two black sprues of 
individual link (yes folks Pz 1 link all on its own). There 
is a small decal sheet with the only option correctly 
being a republican forces tank, a small PE sheet with a 
couple of small grills and two pieces of paper that are 
supposed to be the instructions, the less said about 
the quality of these sheets the better. 

 

This would not be a kit for a beginner, there are not 
that many parts (less than 65 if you ŘƻƴΩǘ count the 
track links) but what there are can be very small and 
finicky. The individual links would take patience and 
considerable time to join well and the chance to miss 
bits due to the poor instructions is a real possibility. 

 

Aside from these points though, it has great detail and 
is a rare example of an obscure subject for the 1/35th 
armour builder. Recommended for those keen on 
something a little (being the operative word) 
different.
